Survey Sequence Wizard will have a 
new 

o “RawSensorReading” field that will 
automatically add the fields needed for 
the Raw Data Survey to function 
properly. (Note: This will work only in 
the Survey sequence. Inc, Azm, DipA, 
Gt and Mt cannot be added to the 
Survey Sequence.) 

o The raw data (Ax, Ay, Az, Mx, My, Mz, 
Temp) will pulse up from the tool, and 
be displayed in the Data Table. 

o The values of Inc, Azm, DipA, Gt and 
Mt will be calculated at the surface 
and displayed on the Compass Rose. 

o In the Logs menu, there will be a new 
“View Raw Survey File” option that will 
generate the raw survey file. 

o The raw data will also be sent to the 
WITS. The WITS IDs for the raw data 
are:
